Vethappan Solomon Day

Vethappan Solomon, a Tamil, was converted to Christianity
prior to 1895. He was a government employee in the Andaman
Islands. He was also a catechist for the Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel. He soon opened a school, which
began with twelve students. He and his wife also offered
medical care, encouraged dairy farming and the cultivation of
fruits and vegetables, and taught sewing and carpentry.
Solomon was a Christian missionary in the Nicobar Islands.
When he died in 1909, there were 128 baptized Christians on
Car Nicobar. He encouraged his students to memorize and
repeat key passages of scripture.

St. Patrick’s Day

Saint Patrick was a 5th-century Christian missionary and bishop
in Ireland. He was born in Roman Britain in the fourth century,
into a wealthy Romano-British family. His father was a Christian
deacon and his grandfather a priest. At the age of sixteen, he
was kidnapped by Irish raiders and taken as a slave to Gaelic
Ireland. He spent six years there working as a shepherd and
during that time, he found God. God told Patrick to flee to the
coast, where a ship would be waiting to take him home. After
making his way home, Patrick went on to become a priest.
Accordingto tradition, Patrick returned to Ireland to convert the
pagan Irish to Christianity. He spent many years evangelising in
the northern half of Ireland and converted thousands.
