He accompanied Apostle Paul on his
second missionary journey. Silas and Paul were beaten and imprisoned
in Philippi, and they sang praises to God while in jail, which led to the
conversion of the jailer and his family. Silas and Timothy travelled with
Paul to Thessalonica, Berea, and Corinth. Silas played an important role
in spreading the gospel and is remembered for his faithfulness and
dedication to Christ.
